1. Identify the objectives and characteristics of a well-functioning capacity construct. 
2. Identify current and potential public policy initiatives states could take regarding 

resource adequacy, fuel diversity, public, and environmental policies. 
3. Identify areas where state actions and the current RPM capacity construct may 

not be aligned. 
4. Given the results from Activities 1-3, brainstorm and develop modifications to 

RPM that could accommodate/address both capacity construct objectives and 
state actions. This could include, but not be limited to such things as, impacts to 
consumer costs, market entry and exit, reserve margins.
